Category 1

But for the interference, the stewards would be satisfied

the sufferer would have finished ahead of the interferer,

the interferer shall be demoted behind the sufferer.




Disqualification

1) the interference is considered extremely vicious as dangerous action.

2) this action has caused very serious effect to the race.

only when the interference corresponds to the above two criteria,

the interferer shall be disqualified.
